The nose is
fresh, developing lemon aromas with discrete notes evoking white
flowers. Frank and sophisticated attack on the palate. It expresses plenty
of volume and little by little discretely unveils a beautiful palate of yellow
fruit flavours. Derived from noble origins, this is a lively and thirst-
quenching wine, thoroughly true to type. Thanks to these qualities, this
product was awards a Double Gold Medal of the San Francisco
International Wine Competition and a Gold Medal at the Japan
International Wine Challenge.
